Bringing Children to School

Your child should arrive at school by 8.45am, the school gate opens from 8.35am so you can
drop your child at their year group entrance from this time onwards. Please ensure you
support your child by ensuring they arrive on time and ready to learn. Any late arrivals should
need to report to the main school office.

If your child is going to be absent for any reason, please inform the school office
by 8.30am using our automated telephone service and choosing option 1.
